STAY ON TOP!! Use this check list prior to every departure to help ensure your boating safety.

Things to do Before Leaving The Dock.

Sail/Float Plan is left with a responsible person.

(description of boat, passengers & intinerary) Call or radio any changes, especially late returns.
Check your fuel supply- a good rule to follow is 1/3 out, 1/3 back and 1/3 reserve.

Make sure your boat is not overloaded and load is distributed evenly. 18 NMAC 17.2 (11.4)
Check weather on television, AM/FM or VHF radio and monitor radio, sky and water for changes.
Complete a pre-departure maintenance check of boat. Check your required equipment.

Have all passengers try on their flotation devices for proper fit and wear. Inform them where they are stored.
Make sure your drain plugs are in.
